Serediuk Viktoriia Legal bioethics — a new line of research general theoretical legal science

Nowadays the level of knowledge in biology, genetics and medicine makes it possible to clone cells, tissues,
even the body, to transplant vital organs, to solve problems of impregnation, life and death artificially.
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In this regard, the bioethics science arises in the second half of the twentieth century that considers a
number of social and cultural phenomena, which include rapid progress of biomedical sciences, the increasing
awareness of the existence of indisputable human rights, the need to rethink the link between man and the
environment.

The problems of bioethics include studies from a perspective of social norms and attitudes such phenomena
of our time, as an opportunity to give life (artificial insemination), to determine and modify its qualitative
parameters (genetic engineering, transsexual surgery), influence the time of death (resuscitation, transplantation,
gerontology, destruction at the stage of embryonic life, the suspension of medical care terminally ill people). These
issues are inextricably linked not only with their moral and ethical assessment, but moral and legal.

The recognition natural human rights relating to the direct action of his or her body, such as the right to
compassion and respect for human dignity in the treatment, surgical and other interventions, and their
consolidation in a number of regulations and standards on the international level proves that bioethics problems
are recognized not only in cultural and social spheres, but also in law, politics and the state.

Thus the number of legal phenomena that have emerged and have already received some sustainability in
social and legal practice, have some legislative regulation, such as the researching of human cloning, the
implementation of euthanasia or artificial insemination, sex change still are left without attention from the general
legal theory, there is not defined their place in the subjects of legal disciplines, there is not provided any theoretical
explanation of their legal nature.

Bioethical issues in the context of law and legislation form the new field of interdisciplinary knowledge —
Legal bioethics.

The subject of this article is to examine the legal bioethics as area of research of general theoretical legal
science that examines bioethical issues through the lens of legal values and human rights.

Legal bioethics, considering the man as being smart and spiritual, it explores the essential scope of rights
relating to the implementation of biomedical activity on the body. This amount of rights is recognized the essential
characteristics of human rights, an element of existential human integrity. Encroachment on these rights leads to
destruction of the integrity of the person as a value, phenomenon and purpose. Within the legal bioethics we have to
study somatic human rights as a value, their philosophical and legal grounds, and the correlation of their legal and
extralegal nature, moral and legal assessment of their regulation by the state.

The idea of the welfare state, with its
focus on human development, create decent living conditions of people based on the principles of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights adopted by the UN General Assembly on 10 December 1948, which clearly reflected
that all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and every person entitled to all the rights and all freedoms
proclaimed that Declaration, without distinction of any kind. Economic, social and cultural rights; the right to
social security, to work and free choice of employment, the right to an adequate standard of living, which is
necessary for the health and well-being; the right to education and to participate in cultural life, etc., specified in
Art. 6 Declaration underlying the system of rights and guarantees proclaimed social state.
