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Summary. Author conducts a research to define the correlation between the legal term the rule of law and
the philosophical category of spirit. In the given article the author proves that the concept of the rule of law is the
essence of any law in the constitutional state, and the main goal of any reforms, which are implemented in the
process of the construction of it, should be an establishment and a protection of fundamental rights and freedoms of
human and citizen.

This work aims to search for legal content of filling the philosophical concept of the spirit of the law and
the place of the rule of law in this. Accordingly, the author analyzes the philosophical concept of spirit and the legal
concept of the rule of law based on the fundamental works of Montesquieu, Bracton, Locke, Dicey and others.

The author concludes that the spirit of the law is in the observance of the rule of law. As the spirit is the
main driving force of all living things, the rule of law should be the driving force behind every legislation,
establishing an effective mechanism for its implementation and enforcement, without which there is no existence of
the law as the regulator of social relations.

The fact of existence of diversity of definitions of both these concepts conditioned by the difficulty of their
determination the author sees as one of the basis for such conclusion. As the spirit goes beyond physical perception
and therefore can not be described fully by the substances known to material world, the rule of law goes beyond
purely the one sphere of legal regulation or public relations, covering all activities of the state and society as a
whole, defining foundations of their relationship and interaction.

In addition, the author argues that the possibility of considering the rule of law as the spirit of the law
caused by a temporal coexistence of studied concepts. As the spirit is not subject to a time frame and represents
eternity, the rule of law outsteps the temporary force of some laws. Because the need to ensure an abidance and a
protection of human and civil rights and to restraint state arbitrariness will exist always, as long as the state will
exist as a public institution, without limiting by some specific point in the history of mankind.

Therefore, the concept of the rule of law and the process of building a state, where will be a full
performance of this principle, will not become obsolete and will not lose their relevance during the entire period of
existence of organized society, but both will be still remaining for a long enough time for many, if not for all, states
the ideal, to which we ought to aspire. So, the author concludes that the rule of law is an inherent part of the
constitutional state and the spirit of its just and nondiscriminatory laws.
